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There are three main characteristics of the College of International Studies (KIC). First, all the major courses are

conducted in English. Along with the Graduate School of Pan-Pacific International Studies, many international

students and professors are in the hall of International Studies. Students can naturally experience an international
educational atmosphere. Second, there are two departments in the College of International Studies: the

Department of International Studies and the Department of Asian Studies. The Department of International

Studies offers an interdisciplinary curriculum encompassing the core disciplines of International Relations,

International Economics, Global Business, East Asian Area Studies, and International Development Cooperation.

The Department of Asian Studies aims at international students seeking a broad and in-depth understanding of

Asia. Third, the College of International Studies presents a wide variety of internationalization programs and

supports independent student organizations and clubs. It also offers overseas exchange student and dual degree

programs. Hence, students can experience a variety of student activities, including sports clubs, music bands,
debate clubs, Model United Nations conferences (regularly held by the KIMUN Secretariat), extracurricular
activities like career development programs (accessible via JIVS-Jobs, Interns, and Ventures), community
volunteering (organized by Volunteer KIC), and publishing English journals written by students in the "KIC the

Globe." Moreover, we encourage undergraduate students to pursue in-depth academic research through a joint

Bachelor/Master's degree program. In the combined Bachelor Master's Degree Program, students may pursue a

joint bachelor/master's degree in KIC and the Graduate School of Pan-Pacific International Studies at Kyung Hee

University (GSP). This program can be finished within five years, contributing to the bachelor's degree and three

semesters to the master's degree. The College of International Studies is pursuing the vision of a world-class

college where future global leaders can prepare for their dreams.
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1. K= (Purposes of Education)
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The founding spirit of Kyung Hee University is to build a “civilized world." The College of International Studies (KIC)

aims to bring up global elites who can contribute to realizing this spirit.

2. W=H(Educational Goals)
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The mission of the College of International Studies is to educate and train students to become international and
global spedcialists who will play a leading role in the era of globalization with a worldwide perspective and necessary
skills. To achieve this goal, the College provides an inter-and trans-disciplinary curriculum involving international
relations, international economics, global business, East Asian area studies, international development cooperation,
and Asian politics-economics-businesses-arts-language.
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1) A student can apply for a joint KIC-GSP bachelor/master's degree only when the student has attended at least
five (5) semesters, completed at least 81 credits, and has an overall GPA of at least 3.0/4.3.

* GSP: the Graduate School of Pan-Pacific International Studies, Kyung Hee University

2) Joint program students may take up to 3 extra credits every semester.

3) Joint program students can earn their undergraduate degrees only when they have completed all the graduation
requirements of their majors until their seventh (7th) semester and finished the Graduate School admission
process. Graduation will be postponed for those who have completed their graduation requirements but have not
gone through the Graduate School admission process.

4) Other matters related to the graduate school curriculum, such as credit recognition for courses completed during
undergraduate studies, follow the bylaws of GSP.

5) Up to 12 credits of Graduate School courses taken during the undergraduate period will be recognized for joint
program students. (However, if a student chooses to give up or cannot complete his/her graduation requirements
by the seventh (7th) semester, that student is no longer eligible to pursue a joint bachelor/master's degree.
Hence, his/her admission to the Graduate School will be revoked, and the graduation requirements will be

applied the same as non-joint program students.)

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P] About the Department

International Studies is a relatively new field of study pursuing to bring up internationally active leaders who are
needed in today's globalized world. The conspicuous future of International Studies lies in the fact that it is an
inter-disciplinary and trans-disciplinary study which combines and transcends its main constituting disciplines of
international relations, international economics, global business, East Asian area studies, and international
development cooperation. The Department provides a truly integrated program of international studies. It also
provides those who want to pursue an intensive major in one of those constituting disciplines with an option
to choose one of four major tracks for their graduation. All the major courses in the Department are taught only
in English.

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The founding spirit of Kyung Hee University is to build a "civilized world." The Department of International Studies

aims to bring up global elites who can contribute to realizing of this spirit.

2. WF=2H(Educational Goals)
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The mission of International Studies is to educate and train the students to become international and global
specialists who will play a leading role in the era of globalization with a global perspective and necessary skills in
order to pursue careers in such fields as international organizations, global corporations, mass media, NGOs, and the
public sector. To achieve this goal, the Department provides a truly inter-and trans-disciplinary curriculum involving
international relations, international economics, global business, East Asian area studies, and international

development cooperation.
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There are five intensive major tracks (International Relations, East Asians Area Studies, International Economics,

Global Business, International Development Cooperation) so that the students of the Department of International

Studies can select an intensive major in each of the main constituting disciplines of international studies.

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Article 1(Purposes) @ The objective of the Department of International Studies is to educate and train the students
to become global leaders with necessary skills and knowledge in multiple disciplines of international relations,
international economics, global business, international development cooperation, and East Asian area studies.
® To properly nurture international and global specialists, the Department of International Studies provides five

concentration tracks of International Relations, International Economics, Global Business, East Asians Area
Studies, and International Development Cooperation. International Relations Track focuses on teaching
international politics, international law and international political economy. International Economics Track focuses
on teaching international trade, international finance, and economics. Global Business Track focuses on teaching
international business, global corporations, and business. East Asian Area Studies Track focuses on teaching the
political economy of major East Asian countries, as well as international relations and cooperation among them.
International Development Cooperation focuses on teaching development assistance, human rights and relief,
and bridging the global gap.
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Article 2(General Principles) @ Those who wish to undertake International Studies as a single-major, multiple-major,
minor, or concentration course must complete the courses as stipulated in these regulations.

@ Course selection shall proceed after a consultation with a professor.

@ All courses can be taken regardless of grade year or semester. However, in principle, it is recommended that
students complete the basic major courses prior to taking other major courses and follow the Major Courses
Recommendations [Appendix 4].

@ Those who had entered before these regulations entered into force shall follow the transitional measures of
Kyung Hee University major and liberal arts curriculum.

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Article 3(Liberal Arts Credits) All students must acquire the liberal arts credits stipulated in the liberal arts curriculum.

A 3 & ZHZfH (Section 3 Department of International Studies)
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Article 4(Major and Track Courses) @ The major courses offered by the Department of International Studies are
enlisted in the Curriculum Table [Appendix 1].
@ Students, who seek to complete International Studies as a single major, multi major, or minor, must complete
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the required credits stipulated in the regulations and are recommended to follow the Major Completion
Recommendations [Appendix 4].

@ Students, who seek to complete the Concentration Track course established by the Department of International
Studies, must meet the required credits stipulated in the List of Courses Offered [Appendix 3].
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Article 5(Completion of Graduate School or Other Major Courses) @ Among the graduate school courses(100%
taught in English, courses related to International Studies), Global Collaborative Summer Program
courses(designated as elective courses in International Studies), or courses in other majors with academic similarity
with International Studies, up to six (6) credits are recognized as major electives only for those approved by the
Chair of the Department of International Studies before taking the course.

However, courses in the Graduate School of Pan-Pacific International Studies are additionally recognized as major

electives up to six (6) credits.

@ However, the courses in the Department of Asian Studies are not subject to the restrictions in Paragraph O
(Korean courses in Korean language are excluded for domestic students).
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Article 6(Completion of Other Courses) @ Recognition of credits earned from other domestic or foreign universities

or granting credits for domestic or foreign internships(training) are, in principle, in accordance with the regulations
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of Kyung Hee University. However, in the case of special programs conducted or recognized by the Department,

the regulations of each program shall be followed.

@ Recognition of credits earned from foreign universities as a part of an exchange program as major electives is
as follows: up to six (6) credits when dispatched for one (1) semester, up to nine (9) credits when dispatched
for one (1) year, and the remaining credits as free elective courses.

@ Recognition of credits earned from a dual degree program with foreign universities as major electives is as
follows: up to twelve (12) credits when dispatched for 3 semesters, up to fifteen (15) credits when dispatched
for two (2) years, and the remaining credits as free elective courses. However, the credits of the basic and
required major courses will not be recognized.

@ Recognition of credits earned through domestic or foreign field training activities as major electives is as follows:
up to six (6) credits in the case of long-term field training activities and the remaining credits as free elective
courses. However, in the case of short-term activities, the credits will not be recognized as major electives but
instead as free elective courses.
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Article 7(Completion of Prerequisite Courses) The prerequisite courses are as in [Appendix 2], and must be completed
in compliance with the system of prerequisite courses. The system of prerequisite courses is automatically applied
when registering for courses.

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Article 8(Credit Requirements for Graduation) The minimum required credits for graduation is hundred-twenty (120).
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Article 9(Credit Requirements for Major or Track Course) @ Single-major course: International Studies students must
complete at least fifty-seven (57) major credits, including twelve (12) credits for the basic courses and six (6) credits
for the required courses.

@ Multi-major course: International Studies students, who wish to complete another major as a multi-major
course, or students in other majors, who wish to complete International Studies as a multi-major course, must
complete at least thirty-nine (39) major credits, including twelve (12) credits for the basic courses and six (6)
credits for the required courses. Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 5, up to three (3) credits earned from
graduate school courses or courses in other majors (six (6) credits if including courses in the Graduate School
of Pan-Pacific International Studies) are recognized as major electives. However, overlapping the same subject
with other majors will not be recognized as graduation requirement credits.
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@ Concentration track course: If a student wishes to graduate with one of the five intensive major track courses
(International Relations, East Asian Area Studies, International Economics, Global Business, International
Developmental Cooperation), then one must complete forty-five (45) credits of elective majors, of which thirty
(30) credits have to be from the selected intensive major track course. The concentration track is not available
to multi-major students.
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Article 10(Credit Requirements for Minor) @ Students who wish to complete International Studies as a minor must
complete twenty-one (21) major credits, including six (6) credits of required courses. Notwithstanding the
provisions of Article 5, credits earned from graduate school courses or courses in other majors are not recognized
as elective majors.

@ Minor program is not recognized as major completion courses, and those who completed the minor will be
added to the diploma.
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Article 11(Credit Requirements for Transfer Students) O A transfer student must additionally complete the remaining
credits from the credits completed at the previous university, excluding the credits recognized in Kyung Hee
University’s credit recognition review.
® Transfer students may also complete their major in single-major, multi-major, or intensive major track course in

accordance with Article 9.

® Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 9(3), the number of credits required for a dual degree program
student stipulated in Paragraph @ to complete an intensive major track course is thirty (30) credits, However,
in this case, twenty-one (21) credits or more must be completed as elective majors in the relevant intensive
major track, and credits obtained from other majors or other universities cannot be substituted for these.

@ To receive a degree conferred by the Department of International Studies, students in the dual degree program

In order to improve our understanding of the U. S. political economy including that of the U. S. government, this class
analyzes the past and present political economic environments, inputs into the state, decision-making institutions, and
outputs out of the state and attempt to extract universal and particular aspects of the U. S. case.

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Blockchain and Cryptocurrency (E-=A9139}35 3}u)

This is an introductory course on Blockchain technology and Cryptocurrency. The Blockchain is identified along with
four other emerging technologies as being the next industrial revolution. Lecture will focus on comprehensive
understanding to relevant topics in the wider ecosystem, using Bitcoin blockchain as a reference model. This is not a
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course in trading cryptocurrency nor monetary theory, although we will discuss some of regulatory or legal issues in
Korea. We will optionally cover applications of blockchain in finance, insurance, science, and healthcare.
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Business Finance (A2-Y&)

This course provides an introduction to the theory, the methods, and the concerns of business finance for both
non-majors and majors preparing for upper-level course work. The primary objective is to provide a framework,
concepts, and tools for analyzing financial decisions based on fundamental principles of modern financial theory. The
approach is rigorous and analytical. Topics covered include financial statement analysis, the time value of money;
discounted cash flow techniques; interest rates and bond valuation; stock valuation; uncertainty and the trade-off
between risk and return; capital asset pricing; and market efficiency. The course will also analyze corporate financial
policy, including capital structure, cost of capital, dividend policy, and related issues.
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Business Principles and Practices (g2 9H4F)
It's one thing to learn a theory from lectures and textbooks. It's something else entirely to learn how to make
decisions in the face of conflicting data, complex politics, and intense time and fiscal pressures then defend your
choices among peers as motivated and intelligent as you are. This course will be taught by a business practitioner
(each semester focuses on a specific business area such as finance, accounting, marketing, etc) to help you develop
a capacity for analysis, assessment, judgment, and action that you can exercise throughout the course of any career
you choose to pursue.
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Capstone Design for International Studies (FA|SHFEAET]AIQN)

This course is designed to provide students the opportunity to work with real-world, open-ended, and interdisciplinary
challenges in the discipline of International Studies. Students will learn the approaches and theories in International
Studies and apply them to identify problems and find solutions on their own. By working in teams they develop
creative thinking, practical ability, leadership skills and group dynamics.
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Chinese Foreign Policy (5=t ]33

China's role in the world has been increasing very fast in parallel with her rapid economic development. This course
is designed to provide a broad perspective on China's foreign relations and the decision-making process of Chines
foreign policy.
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Chinese Politics and Economy (33 X|$HA])

This course studies the development of Chinese political economy in the contemporary era and examines major issues
in the course of its change, with special emphasis on the shift from the pre-1978 socialist development model to the
post-1978 reforms for market socialism.
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Climate Changes and ESG Management (7]3HS}IESGREY)

This class covers critical issues related to climate change, climate risk, investment decisions, and ESG management. In
the first half of the class, students will learn a key module on energy use and the political economy of climate change.
The current status of climate action, such as the Paris Agreement, the Net Zero pledge, the voluntary carbon market,
and the cross-border carbon border adjustment tax, will also be discussed. In the second half of the class, we study
the origins of the stakeholder movement that forms the basis of ESG management. Then we look at the details of
ESG metrics and their relationship to climate change.
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Comparative Area Studies (H] 23] L)
Under the rising waves of globalization in the post-Cold War era, a proper understanding of other regions and states
in the world is glowingly important. This course aims at providing the students with basic knowledge of area studies
by delving into the meaning, scope, and subjects of the discipline and by making them familiar with various methods
of investigation.
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Comparative Political Economy (8] X]7ZA])

This course examines the relative strengths and weaknesses of the different political and economic systems and
organizations and analyzes from the comparative perspective the interactions between politics and economics in major
countries. Especially, this course is designed to introduce divergent national responses to globalization.
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Consumer Behavior (AH|AHSE)

This course addresses issues related to consumer behavior from a number of different viewpoints. It examines the

influences of psychological, sociological, and cultural variables on buying behavior and marketing strategy

The
course deals with economic and political-economic aspects of development issues in a balanced manner.
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Economics of Poverty (R122]73Ash)

Economics of Poverty is the course to address the global poverty issue from the economic perspectives. The course
is composed of three sections: to overview the current status and severity of global poverty by region, to discuss the
various causes of the poverty trap, and to examine poverty impacts on different areas such as education, health,
governance, etc.
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Evaluation Methods in International Development (ZFA|7HEE71H2)

In this course, students will learn characteristics of evaluation designs that allow empirically defensible causal impact
evaluation of development policy or program. Students will build the conceptual and intuitive understanding needed
to choose and understand evaluation designs through engaging in evaluation application activities. More specifically,
students will (1) grasp a thorough understanding of development policy/program evaluation methods intuitively; (2)
connect questions to the real world by reviewing literature and case examples in the real world.
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Global Data Analysis for Economics and Business (A7 92 2d 0|6 £4)

The objective of Global Data Analysis 1 is to provide basic understanding of the data and to enhance the
competence and practical skill in various data analysis using statistical packages such as R, STATA, and SAS. The
preliminary course is Statistics for Social Science.

This course examines the problems and processes of the management of human resources, emphasizing the principles
and practices of personnel management and the functions of the executive as applied within the context of personnel
administration.
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« Human Rights in East Asia (¢1@3}o}x|oh)
The purpose of this course is to understand the current situation concerning human rights in Asia, and to facilitate
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a chance to think about what the future may bring. Toward that end, this course will explore human rights norms,
institutions and enforcement of human rights standards in the region. In the part of norms, the sources of
international human rights law in Asia including the question of cultural relativism, regional and sub-regional level
institutional cooperative efforts, Asian contribution to the human rights regime, and the incorporation of international
human rights norms into domestic legal settings will be examined. Asia is the only region which does not have any
regional human rights institutions, and the efforts to build regional institutions will be one of the main topics in the
course. Lastly, continuous efforts will be made to help students to consider human rights as a concrete real-time
problem in particular societies.

Students will learn how and why firms have different
pricing strategies in more realistic market deviating from perfectly competitive market. Topics such as vertical
integration, merger, collusion, and price discrimination are covered. Moreover, the intervention of government using
antitrust policy will be discussed.
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Intermediate English for International Contexts (S2HARYFA-F5F)

This course addresses the development of the communication skills required of students of international studies.
Students of international studies are expected to be able to communicate effectively in a variety of interdisciplinary
international contexts, and this includes the ability to perform well in their English medium of instruction courses and
in their expected international professions. This course thus aims to improve the specific English communication needs
of future international professionals and will help them to gain the competence and confidence to succeed
academically within the disciplines of International Studies and beyond. The course is student-centered with the learner
and learner experience at its heart. Students will be required to demonstrate their mastery over the concepts covered
in class through both oral and written work while the professor will tailor the context to the specific needs of students
as they arise. Focus: integrated reading, writing, listening, speaking, research and analytical skills in English for
interdisciplinary international contexts.
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International Business (ZA173 %)

This course is organized into four sections. The opening section defines the nature of international business and
environment. Section two studies the importance of international organizations and the international monetary system
and how both affect business. Section three focuses on the uncontrollable forces at work in all business environment
and discusses their impacts on business practice. The final section is devoted to discussing how managers deal with
all the forces affecting international business.
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International Conflict and Resolution (ZAEAY52)
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This module provides students with an opportunity to work on case studies in conflict analysis. Students will develop
the skills required to analyse the roots, dynamics, key actors and issues-areas in specific conflicts. You will be
introduced to the theoretical frameworks contained within conflict analysis that can be used to develop an
understanding of case studies. Problems associated with researching conflict and violence will also be tackled. This will

provide the basis for each student to engage in a detailed case study of their own.
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International Economic Laws and Institutions (ZFA|ZAA|H A L)

Contemporary International Economic Relations are increasingly governed by strictly-binding international laws and

organizations. This course, centering on the WTO (World Trade Organization),

intends to understand the key

substances of international trade agreements, the organizational structure and functions of the WTO, as well as the
major cases of dispute resolution under the WTO dispute settlement system.
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International Finance (FA3-§)
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This course focuses primarily on the working mechanisms of international financial markets, especially on the three
major international financial markets - the foreign exchange market, the euro currency market, and the international
bond market. These markets are treated in four different aspects: historical, institutional, economic, and empirical.
Each aspect has its unique place in understanding the operation of international financial markets. Students can
improve their practical knowledge on the international financial markets.
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Corporate Finance (7] 4A15)

This course is intended to develop principles of corporate finance, transform concepts into practice, and provide a
market-oriented framework for analyzing the major types of financial decisions made by corporation. The course will
mainly focus on understanding and developing the corporate valuation models needed for valuing investment projects,
including the estimation of investment criteria, relevant project cash flows, project analysis and evaluation, estimating
the cost of capital, and dealing with various risks. We will then use these tools as a basis for selecting investment
projects and valuing companies. We will extend our analysis to company’s financial decision and will overview how

firms issue securities and examine their costs of finance.

International Negotiations (A @A)

International negotiations are complicated interactions including conflictual and cooperative aspects among states. This
course explores the basic theories of negotiations using game theories and psychological approaches. This course also
covers various examples of real-world international negotiations in trade, finance, security, political and other issue
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International Organization (FA]7])

This course studies the ontological and normative arguments for and theories of international organizations, including
the United Nations, World Trade Organization, etc. The course also examines international laws which regulate the
conducts of those international organizations and the interactions among the international actors.
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International Political Economy (A X7 A

This is an introductory course for understanding the interactions between politics and economics in international
relations. As such it is designed to examine the schools of thought for the international political economy (IPE),
dynamics of the international political economic order, international monetary system, international trade system,
including the current World Trade Organization system, international corporations, global finance and other issues.
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International Relations of ASEAN (opA|¢te]=A|EA])

This course explores the diplomatic and geopolitical landscape of the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN).
Students discuss the region's alliances, conflicts, and global partnerships, gaining insights into the pivotal role ASEAN
plays in shaping international affairs.
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International Security (FAIFHFH)

This course is assigned to understand international security cooperation in the Post-Cold War context and the
possibilities of security cooperation in East Asia and on the Korean peninsula. With the end of the cold war, there has
significant changes in the conception and theory of international security. Especially, security has become one of major
issues in terms of international cooperation.
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« International Terrorism (A €]2]2]Z)
This module introduces the student to a series of theoretical, conceptual, methodological and policy-relevant issues in
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the study of terrorism and extremism. It is divided in two parts, the first of which analyses the definitional challenges
that the study of terrorism poses, it explains the different typologies and highlights the causes as they have been
identified by scholars over the years. As such, it leads to an analysis of both the orthodox and the critical approaches
in the study of terrorism, which will equip the student with an understanding f the development of the research on
terrorism. The second part of the module employs case studies in order to examine the dichotomy between ‘old’ and
‘new terrorism, and highlights those issues that should be taken into account when attempting to foresee the
progression of both the phenomenon, as well as the research on it.
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International Trade (FA|%%)

This course introduces the theory of international trade as well as trade policy issues. The first part of the course
explores the motives for and implications of the patterns of trade between countries. The latter part is concerned with
the instruments of trade policy and the arguments for free trade and managed trade.
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Introduction to Economics I (FAISTYPE1)

This course is an introduction to the study of microeconomics. Students will study basic concepts such as supply and
demand, the analysis of the consumer and firm choices, market theory, international trade, among others. The
students will also be introduced into the use of the method of economic analysis. In addition, we see government's
roles in the economy, focusing on regulation policy, taxes and transfers, and public goods.
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Introduction to Economics I (FAISTHPZ1)

This course covers the introductory level of macroeconomics. Students learn the mechanism through which many
economic variables are determined and controlled at the aggregate level. Issues such as the determination of GDP,
interest rates, exchanges rates, inflation rates and unemployment, etc, and their interdependences are to be covered.
Government policies affecting these macroeconomic variables are also the main topics to be covered in the course.
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Introduction to International Relations (FA|EAISHZ)

This is an introductory course for the study of international relations. Although it covers more than enough of the
topics discussed in the Western/American academic field of international relations, its true emphasis lies not in just
introducing Western-dominated thinking of international relations but in giving students a chance to get exposed to
various alternative views of the world. By learning to "look" at things in various perspectives, students will have an
opportunity to expand their mental horizon, becoming more open-minded and aware of things around them. While
the subject matter of international relations being discussed by most IR scholars are extremely serious and dry, this
course hopes to give students the taste of excitement and joy in gaining knowledge hitherto unknown to them.
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Introduction to Political Science (FX]S1Z)
Political science can be extremely interesting and profound but at the same time, it can be boring and dry. In order
to overcome such problems, this course deals not only with main subjects of political science but also with movies,
drama, novels, etc. in connection with political science, offering students a great opportunity to think freely about
them.
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Introduction to Project Management (N2 @2 Z2AEQF)
This course is designed to provide practical skill of development project management through project programming,
identification, design, appraisal, implementation and evaluation
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Investment Analysis (FAHE4])

This course is designed to acquaint the student with the concepts of portfolio analysis in the general area of
institutional investment management. The course discusses principles for managing financial assets. These principles
apply, for example, to investing in stocks, fixed income securities, and derivatives and to managing mutual funds,
hedge funds, bank-administered trust, and other institutional funds. Students will learn how to establish appropriate
investment objectives, develop optimal portfolio strategies, estimate risk-return tradeoffs, and evaluate investment
performance. Many of the latest quantitative approaches are discussed.
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Japanese Foreign Policy (Y£t]<]33)

This course traces the rise of Japan from an isolated island of the Far East to one of the major global powers with
focus on the transformation of its relations with the world. The arrival of the West, imperialist expansion, the war
against the West, the U.S. Occupation, the rise as the economic powerhouse of the world, and its bid for global
hegemony will be examined. Students will be able to discuss the patterns, limitations, and new opportunities of the
foreign policy of Japan, which aims to become a “normal country.”
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Japanese Politics and Economy (¥-EAX]2}3A)

For whatever reasons, most Koreans tend to think they know Japan very well. But in reality, they have neither
complete nor proper understanding of Japan. This course attempt to give a broad understanding of Japan by covering
such topics as Japanese history, economics, politics, and culture. Hopefully, students will gain a better and accurate
understanding of Japan through this course and this course will serve as a stepping stone for further study of Japan.
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Korean Foreign Policy (JF=Fd]<]3H)
This class analyzes the internal and external factors influencing South Korea's foreign relations and the linkage
between the above two, and applies the constituent theoretical framework to South Korea's history with an emphasis
on Chosun's responses to Western imperialism, Japanese colonialism, post-liberation external relations, the Korean
War, and inter-Korean relations.
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Korean Politics and Economy (=3 Z]<}73A])
This course explores the political and economic transformation of modern Korea. Major historic events including but
not limited to the aborted modernization attempts, the Japanese colonial rule, the Korean war, state-led
industrialization, democratization, economic crisis, and regime changes are analyzed. In doing so, students can discuss
the challenges and prospects of current Korean society from historical as well as theoretical viewpoints.
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Law & Global Governance (J#-Z2HAHAX)

This course explores a range of legal disciplines, which purport to explain how we are governed globally. It will focus
on the field of international law and organization, examining the history of ideas, legal doctrines, institutional
structures developed over the last century to organize and legalize international economic and political life. It will
situate the UN system in relationship to the broader institutional structures of public international law and regulation,
private ordering and multinational enterprise, non-governmental organization and transnational cooperation. It will
examine the functioning of these various international organizational mechanisms in a series of different substantive
areas, paying particular attention to environment, economic regulation, development, and the use of force.
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Macroeconomics (A X|ZAASH

This course provides students with intermediate level of analytic capabilities on macroeconomic issues such as the
determination of GDP, interest rates, exchange rates, inflation, and economic growth, etc. More theoretical and
mathematical approach to macroeconomics is taken in this course. Students are supposed to earn deeper
understandings on the macroeconomic effects of various government policies on the economy.
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Major Issues in Global Affairs (R|-E9FQEA))

This course overviews major trends and immediate problems of the "global village" materialized by revolutionary
developments in transportation and communication. A theoretical discussion of globalization is followed by analyses
of specific issues such as international finance, international trade, resources and environment, arms race, ethnic
conflicts, and international organized crime.
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* Major Issues in International Studies (=FAI8to]FQ0]4F)

This course examines major political, economic, and social issues, which have significant implications on contemporary
international relations and raises serious challenges to global community. Organizing major global issues into three
categories of global security, global political economy, and social/cultural/humanitarian issues, this course discusses
wide ranges of global problems, such as power shift, geopolitical rivalry, global recession, trade war, climate change,
humanitarian crisis, polarization and populism, etc.
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Making of International Law in Korea (dS==1AH)

The Republic of Korea was colonialized in the early 20th century, achieved its independence, and rose from the ashes
of the Korean War to become an Asian power. Korea’s ascent coincides neatly with the advent of globalization and
growing importance of international law in managing the increasing interactions between states and other non-state
entities such as multinational corporations, non-governmental organizations, and international organizations like the
United Nations. This course is designed to addresses the developments of international law in Korea from human
rights concerns to the law of the sea issues; from maritime delimitation and access to ocean resources to other
non-security matters. Based on reading materials and a textbook, it will demonstrate the increasingly important role
of international law in shaping international relations in Northeast Asia and Korea.
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Management Information Systems (733X A|2=)

Now a days, businesses use information systems at all levels of operation to collect, process, and store data.
Management aggregates and disseminates this data in the form of information needed to carry out the daily
operations of business. In fact, many businesses use MIS to achieve competitive advantage over other businesses and
reach their business goals. In this course, you will learn to design, implement, and use management information
systems. While coding concepts represent some aspect of information systems development, implementation, and use,
coding is not the heart of MIS. Rather this course focuses on data analysis, project management, customer service,
and underlying business strategies.
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Mathematics for Economics and Business (Z3A]73 945}

This course is intended for undergraduate students studying economics and business to understand the elementary
mathematical approaches. We study mathematical tools such as, calculus for functions of one and several variables,
as well as a basic understanding of multivariable optimization problems with and without constraints. Linear algebra
focused on matrix is also studied.
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Microeconomics (9]A]73A]8h

This course provides students with intermediate level of analytic capabilities on microeconomic issues such as utility
maximization and profit maximization under constraints. To fully understand the microeconomics some basic and
intermediate level of mathematical economics is to be taught by lecturer. Lecture includes more theoretical analysis on
consumer behavior, firm behavior, market structure, regulations, etc.
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Modern History of East Asia (FotXIolZdHIAD

This course aims at exploring the main historical trends of East Asia. Special focus is placed on historical developments
of China, Japan, and Korea since the rise of the modern era. At the same time, a comprehensive examination of
political, economic, social, and intellectual history is tried with regard to various aspects of East Asian history.
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Monitoring and Evaluation for Development Project (X 24| E o719l L]E )
Project monitoring and evaluation (M&E) which assesses outcomes and impacts is the key for effective development
assistance. The course will introduce technical tools, frames, and mattrix for M&E in modern development cooperation.
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North Korea and Inter—Korean Relations (&-gtdE-gr3A)

This course aims at understanding North Korea and the history of relations between South and North Korea, analyzing
major characteristics of the inter-Korean relationship and searching creative ways to improve it.
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Organizational Behavior (XZ]JFE)
This course is designed to provide a comprehensive and up-to-date introduction to the field of international
organizational behavior and managerial requirements in the global context.
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Politics and Economy of ASEAN (oFA|¢He] X2} Al)

This course delves into the intricate political structures and economic systems of the Association of Southeast Asian
Nations (ASEAN). Students analyze the region's geopolitical dynamics, trade relationships, and development policies,
gaining insight into ASEAN's role in the global arena. This course equips students with a comprehensive understanding
of ASEAN's influence on international politics and economics.
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* Principles of Accounting (Z]AQ=])
An introductory course in financial accounting. Topics include the basic accounting framework and concepts; cash
flows, income reporting and financial position; the accounting process; and the financial statement elements.
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Principles of Marketing (AIAI"YE)
This course is designed to develop knowledge and understanding about the basic principles of marketing and its role
in directing and blending all activities of an business organization.
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Public Diplomacy and Practices (F-3-%]2 2]o]23}4A)
This course provides an introduction to the idea of public diplomacy which deals with international relations by
nongovernmental practices in an effort to influence and shape public opinions of foreign audiences. Major practices
of public diplomacy by media, culture, business, NGO activities, religion, sports, education, and individual citizens will
be covered. It will also serve as a helpful guide to those who are interested in public diplomacy both in academic and
practical contexts.
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Russian Politics and Economy (Ao |23 A))

Russia has been undergoing a fundamental systemic transformation since the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991.
This unprecedented change has huge significance in the development of post-communist system, having great
influence on East Asian as well as world politics. This course tries to help the students understand various aspects of
systemic changes in Russia and their meaning in appropriate way.
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State and Society in East Asia (FoFX]o}=71<}HAL3])

This course will focus on the interaction between state power and social pressures in the making of modern and
contemporary China, Japan, Korea, and Southeast Asia. While conventional approaches to East Asia study have often
stressed the strength of the East Asian state in promoting stability and growth, we will also examine the dynamic roles
and forms of social forces in East Asia in generating political, economic, and social transformation.
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Statistics for Social Science (FAIs})

Statistics for Social Science is a study for statistics which is essential basic methodology in social science. In this course,

we want for students to understand analysis and interpretation of empirical data in order to apply theories in social

science.
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+ Theories of Economic Growth (BAAIRZZ)

This course is designed to answer the following questions. What makes economies grow? Why are some countries so
rich and others so poor? What explains growth miracles and disasters? Primary factors contributing to the economic
growth will be examined sequentially. This course starts from the Solow model and explore the roles of demographic
change, human capital, and technical innovations. Then, we studies various endogenous growth models such as AK
model and R&D models.
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Theory and Practice in ESG Management (ESG2]o]23}AL])

TESG management is drawing attention as stakeholder capitalism has emerged, and leading global investment
companies have begun to locate sustainability and carbon neutrality at the heart of their investment decisions. We will
review cases of ESG management. Students are expected to learn about the characteristics of ESG management and
its industry-specific practices. Case studies provided by professors and peer students will be discussed in class.
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* Theory and Practice of International Development Cooperation (FA|7]'L 3@ =] 2]o]23}H4A])
This course is designed to provide students with major theories on international development cooperation and special
lectures from the field in an effort to encourage them to take advanced studies as well as to plan their careers as
practitioners in the field of international development cooperation.
It 2ol BAS 2D QU SMSS YO IAPHUEEsiel 22 0120| Cst S5 B 20N AX| 42S
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The Politics of Migration (SA|o]%2]3 2|5}

This course introduces topics in the politics of migration, including public opinion, interest group politics, and the role
of institutions. This course aims to explore the politics of migration in receiving and sending states, with a special focus
on the current debates over immigration in major countries including North American countries, the European
countries, and Oceanian countries, and Asia.
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Topics in East Asian Studies I (H) (BolXo}stE741)

This course is designed to examine comprehensive issues of East Asian Studies in a in-depth and academically rigorous
style. It explores various advanced topics in East Asian studies, regional politics and economies, and each major state’s
political, economic, and social issues. It is one of the Honors courses.
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Topics in Finance (H) (A%E%)
This is an advanced finance course that focuses on the recent developments in the field. It will introduce you to the
main issues in finance, identify principle theoretical tools and empirical approaches. The objective is to prepare
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students to critically evaluate and conduct academic and practical research in finance.
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Topics in International Development Cooperation (H) (ZA/IE@ZHETD)

This course provides studies on advanced topics in international development cooperation including but not limited to
global poverty reduction, refugee/immigration problems, North-South divide, gender mainstreaming, social education,
environmental cooperation, and so forth. The main subject of this course can be determined in a flexible way
according to the timely demands of students and the instructor. It fulfills one of the requirements for an honors
degree.
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Topics in International Relations I (H) (FAFAEZ1)

This course is designed to examine comprehensive issues of international relations in a in-depth and academically
rigorous style. It explores various advanced topics in international political economy, security studies, international
cooperation, as well as interdisciplinary issues of IR. It is one of the Honors' courses.
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Topics in International Economy (FA|ZASEZ)

This course is a specially designed course to provide students with various contemporary issues of international
economy such as international trade, exchange-rate regime, economic integration, global financial, and emerging
economies.
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Topics in Macroeconomics (H) (AA]|ZA|o]2E7)

Various theoretical and policy issues in macroeconomics are discussed in this course. For instance, the policy issue in
an open economy such as how monetary policy is to be formulated taking into account its influence on the exchange
rate volatility. Advanced topic such as dynamic stochastic general equilibrium model in business cycle literature is also
to be discussed. Students can learn various aspects of the economy from different theoretical and empirical
perspectives.
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Topics in Marketing (H) ((HAI8E7D)

The course focuses on the role of marketing as creating value for customers. Emphasis is placed on creating and
capturing value, identifying customer needs and understanding purchasing processes, forming target segments,
positioning the product, and managing brand equity. Topics to be covered include advertising and communicating the
product, distributing the product, pricing the product and market research. This course will use cases, discussions,
readings, guest speakers and a computer simulation to provide a mix of theory and hands-on problem solving to a
variety of marketing issues. Overall, this course is designed to help students develop the ability to create new ideas.
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Topics in Microeconomics (H) (u]X]7A]0]

Z2E7D

As a sequence to intermediate microeconomics, this course further studies microeconomic topics extended to
competitive and non-competitive markets, general equilibrium, externalities and public goods, information economics,

and financial analysis
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Understanding Foreign Policy (2] 2]o]5])

This course seeks to introduce the basic concepts and theories of foreign policies to understand foreign policies of

major powers in the world. The first part of the course will focus on theoretical aspects of foreign policies, while the
second part of the course will emphasize the case of foreign policies of major countries including the United States,

Japan, China, and Russia.
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Understanding International Development Cooperation (A|718E 2 9]o]3])

Understanding International Development Cooperation is the foundation course of IDC track, addressing salient issues

to international development studies. Trying to incorporate theories and viewpoints from multiple disciplines - from

political science to economics,

it aims to provide a well-rounded view of development as well as insights on

stakeholders and precise issues of international development.
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Understanding International Law (=FA% 2]o]5])

This course is designed to introduce students to the basic concepts of public international law and the international

legal system. It will cover the traditional major topics in this field such as the sources and subjects of international law,

the jurisdiction of states, and the relationship between international law and domestic law. This course aims to give

students a global understanding of the rules governing international relations, which is considered to encompass the

binding norms and principles dealing with the conduct of states and of international organizations and with their

relations inter se and, the ever-present tension between theory and practice that arises in the application of

international law to real-world situations.
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War and Peace (AR}E3}
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How do wars begin? Are they inevitable? These are some of the questions that this course will try to answer. And

after having studied historical cases, we will explore the possibility of achieving peace at personal, societal, and
international levels. Active student participation in the class and philosophical thinking are absolutely needed for this

course.
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(Department of Asian Studies)

St A 7H(About)
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Asia has emerged as a region receiving global attention in various fields, including contemporary politics,
economics, society and culture. As interest in Asian economic development, democratization, culture, security
and regional integration is on the rise, the need to sublimate interest in Asia into academic discipline has also
increased. In response to this demand, Kyung Hee University established the Department of Asian Studies at the
College of International Studies. The Department of Asian Studies is a specialized program that allows Korean
and foreign students to explore such interests in Asia and develop them into integrated knowledge. By bringing
in both historical materials and contemporary texts, the department offers a wide range of courses in social
science fields focusing on languages, culture, business, economy, and politics in English with an emphasis on the
multidisciplinary approaches to a systematic understanding of Asia.

International Finance (ZFAIE-§)

This course focuses primarily on the working mechanisms of international financial markets, especially on the three
major international financial markets - the foreign exchange market, the euro currency market, and the international
bond market. These markets are treated in four different aspects: historical, institutional, economic, and empirical.
Each aspect has its unique place in understanding the operation of international financial markets. Students can
improve their practical knowledge on the international financial markets.
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International Trade (FA]FY)
This course introduces the theory of international trade as well as trade policy issues. The first part of the course
explores the motives for and implications of the patterns of trade between countries. The latter part is concerned with
the instruments of trade policy and the arguments for free trade and managed trade.
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Investment Analysis (FAMH24])
This course is designed to acquaint the student with the concepts of portfolio analysis in the general area of
institutional investment management. The course discusses principles for managing financial assets. These principles
apply, for example, to investing in stocks, fixed income securities, and derivatives and to managing mutual funds,
hedge funds, bank-administered trust, and other institutional funds. Students will learn how to establish appropriate
investment objectives, develop optimal portfolio strategies, estimate risk-return tradeoffs, and evaluate investment
performance. Many of the latest quantitative approaches are discussed.
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Business Principles and Practices (3 Q=] $HH)
It's one thing to learn a theory from lectures and textbooks. It's something else entirely to learn how to make
decisions in the face of conflicting data, complex politics, and intense time and fiscal pressures then defend your
choices among peers as motivated and intelligent as you are. This course will be taught by a business practitioner
(each semester focuses on a specific business area such as finance, accounting, marketing, etc) to help you develop
a capacity for analysis, assessment, judgment, and action that you can exercise throughout the course of any career
you choose to pursue.

This class analyzes the internal and external factors influencing South Korea's foreign relations and the linkage
between the above two, and applies the constituent theoretical framework to South Korea's history with an emphasis

This course studies the development of Chinese political economy in the contemporary era and examines major issues
in the course of its change, with special emphasis on the shift from the pre-1978 socialist development model to the
post-1978 reforms for market socialism.
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Japanese Foreign Policy (Y£t]9]33)

This course traces the rise of Japan from an isolated island of the Far East to one of the major global powers with
focus on the transformation of its relations with the world. The arrival of the West, imperialist expansion, the war
against the West, the U.S. Occupation, the rise as the economic powerhouse of the world, and its bid for global
hegemony will be examined. Students will be able to discuss the patterns, limitations, and new opportunities of the
foreign policy of Japan, which aims to become a “normal country.”
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Japanese Politics and Economy (¥-EAX]2}3A)

For whatever reasons, most Koreans tend to think they know Japan very well. But in reality, they have neither
complete nor proper understanding of Japan. This course attempt to give a broad understanding of Japan by covering
such topics as Japanese history, economics, politics, and culture. Hopefully, students will gain a better and accurate
understanding of Japan through this course and this course will serve as a stepping stone for further study of Japan.
